Article V
Conventions

Section 5. The convention call and credentials to the conventions shall be
mailed to each affiliated local union, RETIREE CHAPTER AND RETIREE SUB-

CHAPTER at least 60 days prior to the convention.
[Sections 6 and 7 as at present]

{new] SECTION 8. RETIREE CHAPTERS AND RETIREE SUB-CHAPTERS
SHALL BE ENTITLED TO DELEGATES ON THE BASIS OF MEMBERSHIP AS

FOLLOWS:
UP TO BUT NOT EXCEEDING 200 - ONE DELEGATE
MORE THAN 200 BUT NOT EXCEEDING 400 - TWO DELEGATES

MORE THAN 400 BUT NOT EXCEEDING 1000 - THREE DELEGATES AND
THEREAFTER ONE ADDITIONAL DELEGATE FOR EACH 1,000 ADDITIONAL

MEMBERS OR FRACTION THEREOF.

Section 8 9. Regardless of the number of delegates, locals, RETIREE
CHAPTERS AND RETIREE SUB-CHAPTERS shall be entitled to vote on the basis of

one vote for each member or fraction thereof.

Section 9 10. Each delegate must be a member of the local, RETIREE
CHAPTER OR RETIREE SUB-CHAPTER represented by such delegate, except as
hereinafter provided. Two local unions, RETIREE CHAPTERS OR RETIREE SUB-

CHAPTERS may unite in sending to the convention a delegation consisting of one or

more members of one of such local unions RETIREE CHAPTERS OR RETIREE SUB-
CHAPTERS, and such delegation shall be entitled to cast the totat number of votes to
which the two locals RETIREE CHAPTERS OR RETIREE SUB-CHAPTERS are

individually entitled.

not elected as delegates representing their local unions, RETIREE CHAPTERS OR
RETIREE SUB-CHAPTERS shall nevertheless be entitled to all the rights and privileges
of delegates, except the right to vote. No member of the Council 25 Executive Board
and no paid employee of Council 25 shall serve as a delegate from any local, RETIREE
CHAPTER OR RETIREE SUB-CHAPTER, except the local, RETIREE CHAPTER OR

b. serve as the presiding officer at all meetings of the convention and of the
Executive Board, and as an ex-officio member of all committees except
election committees and appoint all standing and special committees of the
Board and all convention committees, subject 1o the approval of the Executive

COMMITTEE(S), ESTABLISHED BY THE EXECUTIVE BOARD, SHALL
INCLUDE NO LESS THAN ONE MEMBER BUT NO MORE THAN THREE

MEMBERS OF A RETIREE CHAPTER(S) OR SUB-CHAPTER(S).
